Félix Bonfils (1831-1885) was a French photographer and writer who was active in the Middle East. Having
served in a French army expedition in 1860 he left France for Lebanon in 1867 and established Maison Bonfils

photographic studio.
Around 600 negatives were produced by Felix Bonfils, notably of Jerusalem, but also of Egypt, Syria, Greece

and Constantinople. Today they offer valuable documentation of historic sites and monuments, of architecture
and scenery, and of the people and their cultures.
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
